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Year 8 Geography Field Study

Carcassonne 11 October 2013
Aim: You work for an international marketing firm. You have been enlisted to beat your competitors by advertising your zone of Carcassonne as the best location for tourists to the city. Your task is to find out what your zone offers, where people come from and just how many visit? There is also a souvenir purchasing competition as well as a treasure hunt where you can win group prizes.  
You will be presenting your work to the tourist board in two weeks time so don’t hand about.
You will need:
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A base map with your group zone marked out. (Do not stray into any other area or you could lose points!)

Base Map
You have been given a zone of La Cité, Carcassonne to study. Each zone has a public toilet and food and drink outlets. You must stay in your zone for the duration of the study and do not stray into opposition territory. Some groups share one street; however each side of the street belongs to a different group. Take care and study the map carefully!!

Questionnaires

You will be asking a random sample of tourist’s three separate questions. It is important that you conduct yourselves in an appropriate manner as you are representing IST and our community. Start off with an introduction to who you are and if they would mind answering three short questions. Check to see if another group hasn’t already questioned them. Many people you speak to will not be English speaking so the ability to speak French, German or Spanish would be a benefit.  Keep your results secret!
People count 
At exactly 13h30, you will carry out a 5 minute pedestrian count. Tally your results on the sheets provided. Keep your results secret!
Amenity Survey

During the course of your study, you will have to count the tourist amenities in your designated zone. It is worth organising this street by street so that you don’t tally the same amenity twice. Keep your results secret!

€10 in cash

During the afternoon, you will be required to purchase three souvenirs that have a strong link to Geography and the local area. You will have to explain the links in your presentation so purchase wisely.  A prize will be awarded for the best combination of souvenirs and the most money in change presented to your teacher!
Picture trail sheet

You will be given three photos that are taken somewhere in your zone. Your job is to find the feature and accurately pinpoint the location on your base map. There will be a prize for those with ‘eagle eyes’. 

Digital Camera

You will be required to take photos of the best bits of your zone that show why it attracts so many tourists and to use in your marketing presentation. You may have to take photos of the other team’s zones to show an area of decay, vandalism or litter that could hamper their presentation.  Be careful. You are not allowed into their area so any photos will have to be taken from the boundaries. 
*Note – Do not take any photos of any member of the public without their permission*
